A sermon preached by Rev. Hon. Moses Akaranga at KTC on Sunday 18th October 2009 Kiswahili Service.

So we read on that fatal night that David got up from his bed and walked around on the roof of the palace. From the roof he saw a woman bathing and she was   very beautiful

Bathsheba was a married woman. Being                     married is no guarantee that lust will quiet itself. It comes sometimes unexpectedly, unannounced,                       uninvited. Here was David, the man with many flocks and herds, who could have fed this stranger from his own household, but no, he takes a little ewe lamb from the poor man with only one ewe lamb to satisfy his                hunger, that man was Uriah the Hittite who was a soldier in his service at the front line at Rabbah and the ewe lamb was Bathsheba. 

Many a time Christians find themselves in these mess. The arrogance of  authority can lead a person in committing a great sin. David tried to conceal his sins but he could not manage. You will not manage to conceal yours The only answer is TURN TO CHRIST. Hon. Akaranga had this illustration in conclusion.
